announce new enrichment opportunities 
for the 2010-2011 school year!
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These enrichment classes are designed to allow children to spend extra time involved in an educational experience focused on a specific topic.  All classes will follow our multi-sensory approach to learning that is developmentally appropriate for early childhood education.  All enrichment classes will include development of the whole child through literature, language art activities, creative art, gross motor activities, music, writing, sensory exploration, use of technology, problem solving and cooking.

Families are invited to enroll their children ages 4 (by Sept. 1st) through kindergarten in an enrichment class at the preschool (yes, morning kindergarten students will be welcome to participate in the enrichment classes!).  These classes will be offered one day per week for a semester: First semester will run September through December (14 sessions) and Second semester will run January through May (19 sessions).  Each class runs from 12:30 p.m. to 2:30 p.m.  You may choose one enrichment class per child per semester.  The curriculum will be different each semester so you can enroll for the same topic each semester without concern about repetition.
You may use the attached registration form to enroll your child today for this exciting opportunity.  Enrollment will be first come/first serve and all classes will be limited to a maximum of 16 students.
